Adult Choir:
Please consider sharing your time and talent with us this season. You do not need any prior choral expe-
rience, and there is no audition required.

The St. James adult choir rehearses on Thursday evenings 6:30 pm until 8:00 pm, September
through Pentecost. This year our first rehearsal is scheduled for September 4, 2025.
